BYLAWS of Nuestro Pueblo 

Introduction

Nuestro Pueblo is a family school association accountable to the Principal and School Board.   Its activities are designed to further its mission of community and partnership with parents, students, and teachers to foster our students’ experience at St Gall School.   

Article I Name 

The name of this organization shall be Nuestro Pueblo
Article II Mission

Nuestro Pueblo is a dynamic and inclusive organization dedicated to foster community and involvement in our Catholic school for enrichment of our children’s school lives. 

Principles or Values of the Family Association for Bylaws

· Provide events to promote and build community

· Promote collaboration and communication with parents/teachers and students

· Encourage parent involvement in events, special projects and activities

· Develop family activities for educational and spiritual growth

Articles IV Authority

The Principal and the School Board are responsible for this organization and it shall function only in collaboration and cooperation with them.  The Nuestro Pueblo President shall be an ex officio school board member to promote continuity and communication between the school board and this organization.

Articles V Membership

All parents and/or guardians of children enrolled at St Gall School and all faculty and /or staff employed at St Gall School are automatically members of this organization.  
Articles VI  Officers

The officers of this organization shall be President, Secretary, Treasure and School Liaison.   Parent volunteers choose to be responsible for these roles.   

Article VII – Duties of Officers 

Section 1. The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization and of the Executive Board.   He or she shall perform all the duties pertaining to the office including, but not limited to appointing special committee, serving as an ex-officio member of all committees and receiving notices of all meetings.

Section 2.  The Secretary shall keep a written record of all meetings of this organization and of the Executive Board, handle correspondence and send meeting notices.  He or she shall perform such other duties as the President or the Executive Board shall designate. The Secretary shall also serve as Communications Committee Chair as described in Article X herein.
Section 3.   The Treasurer shall receive all monies and make disbursements only as directed by the Executive Board and countersigned by the Principal.   The Treasurer shall make a written or verbal financial report at each general meeting.   
Section 4.  School Liaison shall assist The Nuestro Pueblo with logistics and school procedures and policies.  
Article VIII - Meetings

The regular meetings of this organization shall be held during the first Monday of each month. 

Article IX – Executive Board

Section 1.  The administrative body of this organization shall be known as the Executive Committee.  The committee shall consist of the principal, the organization President, Secretary, Treasure and School Liaison and any Chairpersons of any standing committees.  
Section 2.  All matters of the programming and organization administration shall be approved by the Principal. 

Section 3.  The Executive Committee shall have the right to add or delete special or temporary committees. 

 Articles X  Standing Committees
The standing committees of this organization shall consist of:  Room Parent Committee, Parent Mentor Committee, and Event Committee. 
Executive Committee - 

Description:   Executive Committee will monitor the development of the Family Association and committees.  Executives committee will consist of President, Secretary, Treasure, and School Liaison.   

Room Parents Committee

Description:    The Room Parents Committee will direct volunteers for each classroom.  Assist during special classroom events like Teacher Appreciation, Teacher birthdays and classroom holiday parties.  Coordinate the efforts of other volunteer parents for field trips, community services and other occasions. 

Event Committee

Description:   The Event Committee coordinates and plans the activities for the Welcome Back Block Party, Halloween, Santa Secret Shop, Spring Student Event and Family Fun Nights

Parent Mentors   Committee

Description:  Parent Mentor Committee will participate in Hospitality at Open House and Coordinate and plan events to welcome new parents. 

Article XI Amendments

Amendments to the bylaws shall be proposed at one general meeting and voted on at the next.  A two-thirds vote of the membership attending is necessary for an amendment to pass.
